The Hebrew word Chanukah [72]0 - H2598] means: dedication, or consecration. The first
Chanukah celebrated the dedication of the Tabernacle in the wilderness. Chanukah starts on
Kislev 25, which takes place in November/December — generally between Thanksgiving and
New Year’s Day.

Chanukah is also called:
* The Feast of Dedication: which celebrates the cleansing and re-dedication of the Temple
during the period of the Maccabees.
* The Festival of Light: which celebrates the miracle of the burning of the Menorah for eight
days despite having only one day’s supply of oil.

Celebration Methods
One way to celebrate is to use a typical Jewish seven-branch candle. Each night for eight days
all seven candles are lit, just as they were in the period of the Maccabees.

Today, Chanukah is traditionally celebrated using a nine-branch menorah. The Menorah
candles are lit, starting with the center Shamash (servant) candle, and each subsequent candle is
lit from the center candle. The shamash candle represents Yeshua, our servant. On the first night
the center candle and the far right candle are lit. Each following night is celebrated by lighting
another candle, until all nine candles are lit.

Below are the readings, discussion, questions, and prayers to be studied each night, using either
a Jewish seven-branch menorah or a more modern, traditional nine-branch menorah.

for I do not forget your mitzvot.”

Discuss: Peace comes from Torah.
Question: What does Psalm 119:165-167 mean to you?
Prayer: That Yahweh will help you to be a shining light in Yeshua.
